Correspondence – There was a meeting with the Finance Committee, the Board of Selectmen and School Department.  There are as many seniors in Grafton as there are children enrolled in the public school system.  Letters from many seniors concerning the value of van service were reviewed by COA members.

Rev. Goff made a motion per the request of the Town Administrator that the COA Director inform the COA Chairman when she’s out of town attending continuing education programs and verify availability of funds, and that staff ask the COA Director when they seek to do the same.  Seconded by Barbara Gardner.  So moved.

FOGE Update:
· The final total donations for the fuel fund was $10,723.  There were 80 donors.  Thank you notes were mailed.

· Monthly supper is tonight.  Forty-six have signed up.  The limit is 50 people.  Reservations now end on Tuesday noon, the week of the supper.

· Recently, there was an activities fair at a local church.  It was discussed how this type of activity could be done at the Senior Center.  Rev. Goff suggested a tri-fold be handed out.  This would include all activities held at the Senior Center.

Several complex issues around meal service were discussed.  Some of the issues include: time of serving and seating location for those with disabilities.  After discussion, Michelle Drumm suggested it may be helpful if Jodi from Elder Nutrition and Karen, Site Manager, were present at the next meeting.


A motion to adjourn was made by Rev. Goff, seconded by Winifred Paul.  So moved.
