A motion was made by Mr. Kirejezyk to open the meeting at 6:00 P.M., seconded by Mr. Dumas; unanimously
passed.

CMRPHA Update
Mr. Leger updated the Board on the following:
Administration
» Alexis Travis, PhD, has been hired as the new Chief of Community Health. Epidemiologist position will
be announced soon.
s A small working group met today to look at Board of Health fees for uniformity and sustainability, as
well as permit categories. They will make recommendations to the Boards of Health.
e  WDPH/CMRPHA received national accreditation from the Public Health Accreditation Board
becoming the first in Massachusetts to receive this distinction. The accreditation is good for 5 years.
Environmental
e Staff has received black and white magnetic “Health Inspector” signs for their vehicles as well as
clothing with logos to identify them when doing inspections.
e MADPH and MADERP trainings are on-going at this time. There will be changes to the pool codes.
Community Health (update by Mr. Dyer)
e New focus group coming to Grafton to look at “Safe Routes to School”. Members will include school
principals, parents, neighbors, etc.
e Behavioral Health and Healthy Eating & Active Living groups have been meeting in response to the
Community Health Assessment.
e (rafton passed the recent tobacco compliance checks.
April communications will focus on National Public Health Week and Tick Awareness. Grafton Board

Emergency Preparedness
e Active Shooter Training Workshop will take place in Grafton on Friday, April 15" which is sponsored
by Region 2 Public Health Emergency Preparedness Coalition.
e 2" Annual Health & Medical Emergency Preparedness Conference will take place at Holy Cross
College on May 16™. Topic is “Terrorism and Its Impact on Public Health and Healthcare™
Ms. Bolen attended the Tufts IBC meeting in March. No update provided for the Board of Health.
Jamie Terry conducted an EDS (stand-alone) drill for Grafton on March 21% to identify accurate e-mail
addresses that could be used in the event of an emergency.
Nursing
e Funding has been approved and a new vaccine refrigerator has been ordered.
e Pat briefly discussed influenza vaccines for the 2016-2107 season with Nancy Connors and Dawn
Farmer. Nancy has pre-booked 300 doses for next season.

Mr. Leger continued that 12 food inspections, requiring 3 follow up inspections were recently completed.
There has been one housing compliant investigated and he’s still waiting to get clearance on another house once
de-leading is completed.

Lakis Theoharis / Pepperoni Express

Mr. Theoharis was present at a Hearing to discuss continued violations during monthly food inspections. He has
made many changes recently including educating/training staff. All staff have been given manuals to review and
there are now two certified food managers (day and evening shift), three staff with food handler certificates and
three staff attended an Allergen Awareness course. Mr. Theoharis feels that the inspection reports have been
overstated and that the violations are not that bad. He feels that the inspections occur during the busy lunch time
and that they clean up as soon as the crowd slows down. Mrs. Chouinard expressed concern that some of the
violations are basic food handling violations such as handwashing and wearing gloves. Also there is a build-up
of dirt and mold accumulation which does not occur over night. After several months of continual inspections,
we expect the place to be violation free. Mr. Gardiner stated that there have been eight different food inspectors
over the past three years and all have seen violations year after year. It is the Board of Health responsibility to
keep the food and the public safe. Mr. Theoharis must continue to clean/sanitize on a regular basis, maintain
equipment in working order and train/educate all staff. He asked the Board to give him another month to try and
show continual improvements. The monthly food inspections will continue.

25 Old Westboro Road / Marc Ryan
A motion was made by Mr. Kirejczyk to open the Public Hearing at 6:50 P.M., seconded by Mr. Dumas;
unanimously passed. Mrs. Gwozdowski Gauvin read the legal notice.

Mr. David Sadowski from Sadowski Engineering was present to discuss the well location and request a variance
for the setback from the driveway. Mr. Gardiner suggested cutting down the well head and put a sanitary cap on
it, however, Mr. Sadowski stated that Brian Szczurko said that was not a possibility. Currently the well is 6 feet
from the driveway and he is requesting a variance. His plan is to put precautions in place to prevent damage

A motion was made by Mr. Gardiner to close the Public Hearing at 7:10 P.M., seconded by Mr. Kirejezyk:
unanimously passed.
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A motion was made by Mr. Gardiner to approve the requested variance to the Well Regulations and allow the 3
foot setback from the driveway with a condition that well water testing be completed annually and that proper
precautions be taken to protect the well head from vehicular damage; seconded by Mr. Dumas; unanimously
approved. The Board asked that the current well water testing results be sent to the Board of Health.

Public Health Services

Dr. Hirsch was present {(Mrs. Karyn Clark was not able to attend) to discuss Board of Health concerns about
lack of office hours from CMRPHA. At the last month Board of Health Meeting Mr. Gardiner requested that the
Alliance provide set times each week that someone would be in the office to answer customer questions/
concerns. It has been another month and the Board still has not received an answer about office hours. Mr.
Leger was meeting with his team last month and stated he would provide us with some answers. Mr. Gardiner
clarified that the Board is not requesting office coverage; we are requesting set office hours to assist customers
with technical questions, etc. We have had this service in the past from the Alliance and it worked out well for
customer service. Currently when a customer has a question, the Board’s secretary must send several e-mails to
get a complete answer. The Board feels that there needs to be someone present at specific times each week
(maybe 3-4 hours) to provide customer service to the public so they can get timely, accurate and complete
answers to their questions. A suggestion was time on Monday morning and again on Thursday. A time study
was done to look at recent hours of service provided to Grafton from the CMRPHA each week during February
and March. The average time was 8 hours each week; not the 20 hours we assumed we would be getting from
CMRPHA. Mr. Leger stated that there is always someone out in Grafton providing services/inspections etc. He
did not think someone needed to sit in the office and wait for a customer to arrive; he needs them in the field
doing inspections. Mr. Dyer stated that this needs to be discussed between Mrs. Clark and Mr. Mclnerney and
maybe there is another answer besides office hours. Dr. Hirsch wanted to know what customers are not being
served and if anyone has complained. He feels that there may be a better way to communicate besides e-mail.
Maybe something like a “hotline™ telephone number to inspectors for direct, immediate answers. Dr. Hirsch
wants to make customer service a priority and meet our needs. Mr. Gardiner reinforced the issue that we need to
have someone with “enforcing authority” in the office each week because the Board’s secretary has gone above
and beyond and she should not have to be put in this situation. He would like an answer about office hours
before another month goes by.

Dr. Rodger / Rabies Clinic

Dr. Richard Rodger is retiring and the Board of Health would like to recognize and thank him for all his years
of service for the annual town Rabies Clinic. A suggestion was to honor him with a plaque. The Board’s
secretary will follow up on this idea.

The Board asked Mr. Leger to look into the possibility of the Alliance providing this service to the town next
year, The Rabies Clinic is typically held on the first Saturday of April for dogs, cats and ferrets.

Proposed Tobacco Regulations Revisions

The Board teviewed the drafi regulations “Restricting the Sale of Tobacco Products’ and discussed the
recommendations from D.J. Wilson about putting a cap on the number of tobacco permits allowed in Grafton.
The Board will need to finalize a number to cap the permits after we get an accurate number of current tobacco
sales permits issued in town. Mr. Gardiner asked if any other Alliance towns are discussing similar restrictions
including Tobacco 21. Dr. Hirsch stated that other towns have begun the discussion and Mrs. Clark is currently
at a meeting in Worcester with the Worcester Board of Health and City Council discussing some restrictions.
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He feels Worcester does not want to restrict flavored tobacco products or single cigar sales at this time. Mr.
Kirejczyk asked about funding for enforcement if T 21. Mr. Dyer stated that we would need to find funding to
complete compliance checks. The state currently provides funding for compliance checks for less than 18 years
old.

A motion was made by Mr. Kirejezyk to move forward with the draft regulations and schedule a public hearing;
seconded by Mr. Gardiner; unanimously passed.

Medical Marijuana Regulations / Permitting

Mrs. Chouinard and Mr. Kirejezyk attended an educational meeting on March 17" on “The State of Marijuana:
Where We Are Today, Where We Are Headed”. Speakers were Kay Doyle, Deputy General Counsel for
Department of Public Health Medical Marijuana Program and Bryan Harter, Director of Medical Use of
Medical Marijuana Program. Following this educational meeting, they feel that the Grafton Board of Health
needs to be more involved in discussions about regulations and permitting of registered medical marijuana
dispensaries in the town. Dr. Hirsch stated that Worcester has draft Board of Health regulations that he is
willing to share and Mrs. Chouinard has copies of other town’s Medical Marijuana Dispensary regulations. The
Board will continue this discussion at a future meeting.

A motion was made by Mrs. Chouinard to accept the Minutes of March 14, 2016 as written, seconded by Mr.
Gardiner; unanimously passed.
