ABSENTEE BALLOTS NOW AVAILABLE FOR THE 
STATE PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION TO BE HELD NOVEMBER 8, 2016


State law allows registered voters to vote by absentee ballot if they are (a) absent from town during normal polling hours, (b) physically disabled preventing the voter from going to the polling place or (c) unable to come to the polls due to religious belief.  

If you qualify due to one of the above reasons, you can apply for an Absentee Ballot.  The last day to apply for an absentee ballot for the State Presidential Election to be held Tuesday, November 8, 2016, is Monday, November 7, 2016 at 12:00 noon.
