The purpose of this amendment is to
minimize any potential adverse impacts on property values, schools and other places where
children frequent, residential neighborhoods and the quality of life in the Town. It is the intent
of this bylaw amendment to establish specific zoning standards and regulations for marijuana
establishments, marijuana infused products, marijuana paraphernalia, manufacturers, and
marijuana growing and cultivation operations either related to Marijuana Establishments or to
Medical Marijuana Treatment Facilities and Dispensaries or the personal cultivation by qualified
patients or cultivation by personal caregivers on the behalf of qualified patients or other users;

It also intends to regulate the siting, design, placement, safety, monitoring, modification, and
removal of Marijuana Establishments, Medical Marijuana Treatment and Dispensing Facilities;
and Marijuana Cultivation;
